e Backin the 15th century the tastier,
more expensive cuts of meat were
usually only eaten by rich people
and were often roasted.

o The offal (liver, kidneys, heart,
sweetmeats) was considered
poorer quality meat and known
as ‘umbles’. It needed to be cooked
more slowly and was often used
in pies.

e The poorer people therefore
made Umble Pie. Over time
the pie became known as
humble pie.
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
